MISCELLANEOUS NOTES FOR ALL HOSTS

· Do not bring anything you would hate to lose or has sentimental value. Please keep all valuables secure by locking doors, drawers, etc.

· Guests are welcome to make themselves feel at home as much as possible in the dining area and living spaces.

· If parents leave the facility, their children must accompany them.

· Hosts are not responsible for transporting guests.

· Your best resource is your own good judgment based on your life experiences.  These are only guidelines.  When in a quandary as to a special situation, just remember what you would do if the guests were in your home.

· Extra towels, sheets, blankets, pillows, etc. are stored in the supply room at the end of the faith formation hallway.  Soap, shampoo, toothbrushes, diapers, etc. are also stored there and may be distributed to guests as needed.  

· Smoking is permitted outside only.

· A medical kit will be kept in the kitchen, where little children can’t reach it.  Adult volunteers and guests are welcome to use it if needed.

· A phone is available for use by guests (and volunteers) in the kitchen and old Gathering Area.

· If a volunteer brings videos for guests to watch, make sure they are marked FMF and with the volunteers name, but make sure also that the volunteer understands that he/she is responsible for the videos.  No R-rated videos are to be shown.

· At the end of your shift, please enter any comments or advice regarding your experience in the log book.

· There is a camera in the kitchen that can be used to take photos throughout the evening.
