. DISCUSSION

John the Baptist described Jesus as the “Lamb of
God.” Why did John compare Jesus to a lamb?
(To encourage discussion, try to provide a picture

: of a lamb for the children to look at.)

Lambs are meek and gentle, just as Jesus was.
Often they were offered by people as a sacrifice to
God to show their love for him. Jesus was sent by
his heavenly father to proclaim the Good News
and to save us. Like a lamb, he was prepared to be
sacrificed, to suffer and to die out of love for us,
so that we could share everlasting life in heaven.

When John pointed Jesus out, what did the

about the one who was to come after him: the

Messiah promised by God. John urged his follow-

- ers to go with Jesus and to become his disciples, so
