There was food to eat and wine to drink, and the
celebrations carried on throughout the evening.

Then Mary came to Jesus and said, “Son, there is

no more wine for the guests to drink.” ,

“Why do you ask for help when my time has

" not yet come?” Jesus asked, but Mary turned to
the servants and said to them, “Do whatever Jesus
tells you.” Nearby stood six very large water jars,
and Jesus told the servants to fill them with water.

Now, pour some out and take it to the head wait-
er,” he said.

The water had been changed to wine! After
tasting it, the head waiter went to the bridegroom
and said, “Sir, you have certainly saved the very
best wine until last.”

The celebration carried on, and there was plen-
ty of wine for everyone. Those who knew what
Jesus had done were filled with wonder by this

sign of his power.

DiscussioN

Has anyone here ever been to a weddmg> After the
bridegroom and bride have been married, there is
usually a joyful celebration or party where there is
plenty for everyone to eat and drink.

At the wedding in Cana, they ran out of wine
in the middle of the celebration. How would you
feel if you invited lots of people to a party and
then ran out of food or drink? The celebration
would be spoiled, and you would feel disappoint-
ed and embarrassed.

When Mary heard about the wine, she turned
to Jesus for help in this time of difficulty. She
believed and trusted in his kindness and goodness,
and knew that somehow he could save the day
from disaster. '

Jesus performed h1s first miracle by changing
the water in the jar into wine. The bridegroom
and the guests did not realize what had happened,
but the disciples of Jesus and the servants had seen
for themselves that ordinary water had been
changed into wine. They were the first to catch a
glimpse of the power of Jesus, and they must have
been amazed.

Mary acted out of kmdness and concern, and
showed complete trust in Jesus' goodness. Like
Mary, we should be kind and caring about others
and always ready to turn to Jesus in times of diffi-
culty. Jesus listens to his mother, and when we
pray, we can ask Mary to pray with us for all our
needs.
